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a proud milestone, the Pen-

ang government has tabled
its 2026 Budget with the lowest
projected deficit in the state’s
history.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the 2026 Budget
projects a modest deficit of
RM19.92 million, a signifi-
cant improvement from the
RM33.63 million recorded in
2025.

“Taking into account the es-
timated revenue of RM1.068
billion against the projected
expenditure of RM1.088 bil-
lion, the 2026 Budget records
the lowest projected deficit in
the state’s history,” Chow said
when tabling the Supply Bill
2026 at the Penang State Leg-
islative Assembly on Nov 14.

He emphasised that this
achievement reflects the
state government’s
disciplined approach &
in balancing fiscal re- 3

“The Penang State Budget
2026 is not merely a presenta-
tion of figures, but a reflection
of fiscal decisions grounded in
noble values, accountability,
and social justice — the very
principles that underpin the
Penang state government,”
Chow said.

Reflecting on the state’s
performance, he noted that
Penang’s economy grew by 4.8
per cent in 2024, compared to
3.3 per cent in 2023, with the
state’s Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) reaching RM121.5 bil-
lion, driven mainly by the servic-
es and manufacturing sectors.

According to the Depart-
ment of Statistics Malaysia
(DOSM), Penang contributed
seven per cent of Malaysia’s
total GDP in 2024.

Chow added the services
and manufacturing sectors re-
mained the largest components
of the state’s GDP, accounting
for a cumulative 94.3 per cent,
followed by Construction (3.2
per cent), Agriculture (1.8 per
cent) and Mining & Quarrying
(0.1 per cent).

For 2025, the state govern
ment is confident that the GDP
can expand by up to 5.4 per cent.

For 2026, the state govern-
ment has proposed a total ex-
penditure of RM1.088 billion,
comprising RM21.051 billion

in Operating Expenditure and
RM37.07 million in Charged Ex-
penditure.

Key highimpact projects
earmarked for 2026 include
land acquisition for the Light
Rail Transit (LRT) Mutiara Line,
Phase 2 of the Gurney Bay proj-
ect, the Penang Silicon Island
development, and continua-
tion projects under the Penang
Transport Master Plan (PTMP).

A total of 122 continuation
projects have also been listed
for 2026, covering areas such
as public infrastructure, com-
munity facilities and special
economic projects.

Among them are the Muse-
um and Art Gallery Expansion
Project, Penang Hill Develop-
ment Project, State Sports
Council Dormitory and the new
Northeast Syariah Subordinate
Court building, as well as sev-
eral community halls in Batu
Maung, Kampung Baru Alma,
and Taman Senangin.

Chow expressed apprecia-
tion to the federal government
for approving 10 high-impact
projects under the First Rolling
Plan of the 13th Malaysia Plan
(RMKe-13) worth RM283 mil-
lion, with an allocation of RM55
million for 2026.

“These approvals demon-
strate the federal government’s
strong support and shared com-
mitment to ensure that Pen-
ang’s development remains
aligned with the Malaysia Mada-
ni agenda,” he said.

The estimated state rev-
enue for 2026 amounts to
RM1,068,032,417 (RM1.068
billion), representing an in-
crease of RM161.44 million or
17.81 per cent compared to
2025.

The 2026 Budget also re-
inforces Penang’s position as
a leading investment destina-
tion through initiatives such as
Penang Silicon Design @5km-+,
which has seen the number of
integrated circuit (IC) design
companies in the state grow
from 20 in 2024 to over 45 in
2025.

From January to June 2025,
Penang recorded RM12.5 bil-
lion in approved manufacturing
investments, expected to gener-
ate more than 11,000 jobs.

Guided by the Penang2030
Vision, now in its eighth year,
the 2026 Budget focuses on
four key themes — enhancing
livability, upgrading the econ-
omy, empowering the people,
and investing in the built envi-

“The Penang government
remains steadfast in delivering
growth that is not only sustain-

able but inclusive, ensuring that
prosperity and opportunities
reach all corners of society,”
Chow said.

State meets revenue target

WITH a total revenue collec-
tion of RM920.15 million as
of Nov 14, Penang has sur-
passed the RM906.59 million
target for the whole year, says
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow.

“This achievement places
the state government on the
right track to further strength-
en the accumulated balance
of the Consolidated Revenue
Account,” Chow (PH-Padang
Kota) said while tabling the
Penang Budget 2026 at the
Penang State Legjslative As-
sembly on Nov 14.

“With the continued commit-
ment of our state civil servants,
the state government is optimis-
tic about achieving total revenue
collection exceeding RM1 billion
before the close of accounts at
the end of this year.

“This is similar to what was
last achieved in 2016, when
the state recorded RM1.029
billion in revenue,” Chow said.

Chow also announced that

the Penang government’s fi-
nancial statements for 2024
received an “Unqualified Audit
Opinion” from the National Au-
dit Department on Aug 7.

An unqualified audit opinion,
also known as a “clean opinion,”
means that the auditor believes
a company’s or the state govern-
ment’s financial statements are
presented fairly and without ma-
terial misstatements, according
to the applicable financial report-
ing framework.

“This recognition reflects the
principles of Efficiency, Account-
ability, and Transparency, which
form the core of the state ad-
ministration’s work culture.

“Therefore, | would like to
extend my appreciation to all
state civil servants who have
supported the State Finance
Department (JKN) in ensuring
that Penang continues to re-
main among the top-perform-
ing states in terms of financial
statement auditing,” he said.

“Being a caring government
committed to welfare, Penang
will continue the i-Sejahtera
programme with a proposed
allocation of RM65 million,”
Chow said.

This ongoing implementation
of i-Sejahtera reflects Penang’s
commitment to building a car-
ing, supportive and socially re-
silient state for all.

In addition, Chow shared
that Penang, as a harmonious
state that embraces religious
diversity and celebrates major
festivals, has continuously or-
ganised the Religious Explora-
tion Programme and interfaith
dialogue sessions.

“Apart from that, the Penang
Harmony Celebration continues
to be held, with two new Streets
of Harmony introduced in Bukit
Mertajam and Bayan Lepas.

“Overall, the state govern-

The Mutiara Pass will
also be extended, making all
public bus services, including
Rapid on Demand (ROD), free
of charge.

“In 2025 alone, RM12.3
million has been allocated
as subsidies for public trans-
port,” Chow said.

Through his speech, it was
also learned that community
facilities are being upgraded.

A new Village Activity Centre
in Permatang Tepi Laut, cost-
ing RM900,000, has been
complet- ed and handed over.

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HAT price water secu-
rity?
In posing this ques-

tion, state Infrastructure, Trans-
port and Digital
Committee chair-
man Zairil Khir
Johari  (PH-Tan-
jong Bunga) (pix)
said Penang will
face a “life-and-
death” situation
within the next
decade if it fails
to secure the
opportunity  to
purchase 500 million litres per
day (MLD) of treated water from
Perak under the Perak—Penang
Water Project.

Zairll, who gave this stark
warning in his winding-up speech
at the recent Penang Legjslative
Assembly sitting, explained the
importance of Penang Water
Supply Corporation (PBAPP) sign-
ing a Memorandum of Under-
standing (MoU) with Konsortium
PKNPk—-Gamuda (a joint venture
between Perbadanan Kemajuan
Negeri Perak and Gamuda) to
purchase at least 300 MLD of
treated water from Perak from
2031 onwards.

“If we do not implement this
project now, and the opportu-
nity to purchase 500 MLD from

Perak is missed, there
will come a time — not
long from now, perhaps
10 years from today —
when all raw water sourc-
es in the state are fully
utilised.

“If, by that time, the
federal government and
the Perak state govern-
ment are not aligned,
Penang will face a life-and-death
scenario. Therefore, | pose this
guestion to the House: Can we
put a price on water security?”
Zairil asked.

He said PBAPP would bear
an annual capacity charge of
RM210 million and a purchase
rate of RM1.70 per cubic metre
of treated water from Perak as
operational expenditure (OPEX).

The agreement spans 40 years
with a midterm review in the 21st
year, and carries a minimum sup-
ply quantity of 300 MLD.

During the budget debate,
Lee Khai Loon (PH-Machang
Bubuk) had questioned whether
the state government had been
pressured into accepting an un-
fair condition, and why the fed-

eral government was not
covering the RM210

million annual charge
as capital expendi-
ture (CAPEX),
commonly expected
for inter-state projects.

Addressing  these
concerns, Zairil said the
pertinent question that should
be asked was whether the
RM210 million capacity charge
was reasonable.

“PBAPP has conducted due dili
gence by comparing the cost had
the project been executed under a
Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) mod-
el with the federal agency, the Wa
ter Asset Management Company
(PAAB), as was done for the Sun-
gai Muda and Sungai Perai water
treatment plant (WTP) projects.

“After conducting this due
diligence, considering all costs
— including WTP construction,
land acquisition, pipelines con-
necting the WTP from around
Bukit Merah to Sungai Kerian in
Penang, financial costs includ-
ing loan interest, maintenance,
and infrastructure upgrades over
40 years — PBAPP concluded

that the cost offered by
PKNPk-Gamuda is com-
petitive,” Zairil said.
Responding  to
suggestions by sev-
Ll eral assemblymen
that the federal gov-
emment should fund
the RM210 million charge,
Zairil clarified that the federal
government typically finances
only raw water infrastructure.
“For this Perak water project,
the federal government will cover
an estimated RM5 billion to con-
struct sourceworks and raw wa-
ter transfer infrastructure from
downstream of the Chenderoh
Dam to Bukit Merah via a tunnel.
Meanwhile, the cost of treated
water infrastructure — such as
the WTP and pipelines to Penang
— is borne by Perak,” he said.
“This capacity charge is im
posed by the Perak state govern
ment because all infrastructure
costs for producing this treated wa-
ter must be borme by them to build
a 500 MLD water treatment plant
exclusively for Penang’s use.”
Earlier, he had pointed out
that if PBAPP were to under-

take the 500 MLD project and
its supporting infrastructure un-
der a BOT model with PAAB, the
cost would be roughly the same,
or potentially higher based on
PAAB'’s financial projections.

The only difference, he said,
would be that the RM210 million
charge would shift from OPEX to
CAPEX.

On transportation, Zairil said
the LRT Mutiara Line remains the
most crucial component of the
Penang Transport Master Plan,
as it will form the backbone of the
state’s public transport system.

“This line is expected to serve
over 200,000 passengers daily
by its ultimate design year, signif-
icantly reducing dependence on
private cars and motorcycles,”
Zairil said.

Responding to a question
from Opposition leader Muham-
mad Fauzi Yusoff (PN-Sungai
Dua) on the LRT Mutiara Line
alignment, he said the route
passes through six of Penang’s
13 parliamentary constituen-
cies — Balik Pulau, Bayan Baru,
Bukit Gelugor, Jelutong, Tanjong
and Bagan in Seberang Perai.

60 gold target at Sukma 2026

PENANG is targeting 60 gold
medals at the upcoming Suk-
ma 2026 in Selangor, Chief
Minister Chow Kon Yeow (PH-
Padang Kota) said while tabling
the 2026 state budget in the
State Legislative Assembly.

Chow said the Penang State
Sports Council (MSNPP) is pre-
paring athletes for 37 events,
providing intensive training and
strong support.

“Our athletes are working
hard, and we are committed
to providing the resources and
guidance needed to achieve
our medal targets,” he said.

At the 2024 Sukma in Sar-
awak, the Penang contingent
returned from Kuching with
heads held high, having fin-

ished in fourth place with 41
gold, 45 silver and 52 bronze
medals.

It was a memorable out-
ing as the state contingent
surpassed their target of 40

gold medals.
According to Chow, the state
government has allocated

RM350,000 to the Sports
Committee this year, along
with RM7 million each to MS-
NPP and the Penang Stadium
and Open Spaces Corporation
to fund state-level sports pro-
grammes and facilities.

Chow also highlighted sup-
port rendered for football devel-
opment in the state.

“We are providing RM8 mil-
lion in operating grants to

Penang Football Club (PFC) to
strengthen local football and
nurture young talent,” he said.

On economic development,
Chow said the state is focus-
ing on four key strategies to im-
prove household income.

In response to a supple-
mentary question from Lee
on efforts to promote the cre-
ative economy in Seberang
Perai, Wong said the sector
was showing strong grass-
roots momentum.

He noted that the state
has been working with Galeri
Nordin Ahmad in Permatang
Pasir, which has been active
in organising arts and cultur-
al programmes with support
from various state agencies.

“Boria groups in Seberang
Perai remain active and con-
tinue to receive recognition,
including through short films
that feature their performanc-

s,” he said.

“These short films have at-
tracted global attention and
demonstrated how cultural di-
versity strengthens Penang’s
soft power,” he said.

Wong added that digi-
tal platforms have opened
broader opportunities for
local creators, and that
the state government, to-
gether with its agencies,
will continue to collaborate
to further develop the cre-
ative economy sector in Se-
berang Perai.

Yearend bonus for
civil servants

THE recent tabling of the
state’s 2026 Budget brought
good news for the state's
civil servants.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow announced a special
financial aid package for civil
servants, comprising 0.75
months’ salary or a minimum
payment of RM1,000, to be
disbursed in December.

Chow (PH-Padang Kota)
said the aid is a gesture of
appreciation for the state’s
3,954 civil servants for their
dedication and service.

“In addition, a one-off spe-

cial assistance of RM300 will
be provided to supervisors,
teachers and staff of Quran
and Fardhu Ain classes, reli-
gious primary and secondary
schools,  government-aided
religious schools, tahfiz insti-
tutions, pondok schools, Is-
lamic kindergartens, as well
as Chinese private schools,
benefiting a total of 3,358 re-
cipients,” he said.

Chow added the com-
bined financial implication for
the civil servant aid and the
RM300 one-off assistance
amounts to RM11.49 million.
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
