ping centres, medical facilities and so
on before deciding to invest in a par-
ticular location.

“In terms of medical services, we very
much welcome this because it enhanc-
es Batu Kawan as a whole,” he added.

The hospital's opening also
comes as Batu Kawan posi-
tions itself as a future health-
care hub, with the proposed
230-acre Penang Medi-City de-
velopment involving Penang
Development Corporation and
Hi-Med Group aiming to create
an integrated healthcare and
wellness ecosystem.

Chow noted that healthcare
is evolving, with more people
prioritising prevention, well-
ness and early intervention.

“The latest findings by the
Malaysia Healthcare Travel
Council show that health
screening is now the num-
ber one preferred discipline
among healthcare travellers
to Malaysia.”

With Penang and Malay-
sia moving towards an aging
nation and facing rising life-
style-related illnesses like dia-
betes, cardiovascular disease
and cancer, Chow said the
response must go beyond
building more hospitals.

Established in July 2025,
Columbia Asia Hospital Batu
Kawan spans approximately
431,000 sq ft, comprising a six-
storey hospital block and an
eight-storey podium car park.

Bhd, Linergy Power Sdn Bhd,
EVE Energy Co, Ltd, Tenpower
Malaysia Sdn Bhd, Agmo Stu-
dio Sdn Bhd, Cellcycle Ltd, and
The Solar House Sdn Bhd, to
boost responsible recycling
practices statewide.

The signing was witnessed
by state Housing and Environ-
ment Committee chairman
Datuk Seri Sundarajoo Somu
and Penang Green Council
(PGC) chief executive officer
Josephine Tan.

Following the signing cer-
emony, Sundarajoo led a dele-
gation to Pacific Komtar,where
Riiicycle unveiled its Kitar Hub
initiative featuring several Al-

powered recycling bins de-
signed to collect e-waste, plas-
tics, scrap metals and used
beverage cartons.

The initiative is sponsored by
Techom.

Speaking to reporters, Sun-
darajoo said the partnership
reflects Penang's commitment
towards building a sustainable
and circular economy-driven
future.

“Techom, together with Ri-
icycle, already has over 100
points now for e-waste collec-
tion, and they are looking at
expanding.

“These collection points are
located in open areas and are
easily accessible to the public,”
Sundarajoo added.

2027.

To date, 158 fishermen have
received their new boats and
high-powered engines.

The occasion doubled as a
highly memorable milestone
for some of the recipients, par-
ticularly those who happened
to be celebrating their birth-
days around the same time.
Also, it coincided with Hari Raya
Aidiladha.

For 64-year-old Che Anuar
Puteh, a veteran from the Sun-
gai Batu fishermen unit with
45 vyears of experience, the
handover arrived just one day
after his birthday.

“While this gift of a new boat
feels like a birthday present, it is
actually rezeki daripada Tuhan
(a blessing from God),” he said.

Sharing the double joy was
78-year-old Yeoh Mah Kee
from the Gertak Sanggul unit,
whose birthday fell on May 8.

He described the upgrade as
a meaningful gift that will elimi-
nate the crippling maintenance
costs of his previous setup.

“I previously had a 60-horse-
power engine that required
constant maintenance and
repairs. Thanks to the Pen-
ang government, | now have
a brand-new engine with no
more heavy maintenance
costs,” Yeoh said.

The initiative also marked a
poignant chapter for 28-year-
old Mohamad Shafig Rostam
from Sungai Batu.

As one of the youngest re-
cipients, the new boat and en-
gine symbolised a fresh begin-
ning as he continues the lega-
cy of his late father, who passed

away from a heart attack five
years ago.

Meanwhile, Teluk Kumbar
fisherman Khalil Husain, 50, de-
scribed the past few days as a
period of non-stop celebration.

“It feels like a whole week full

CONSERVATION educa-
tion should be instilled
from youth so that to-
day’'s generation will better
understand the importance
of protecting marine life and
preserving the balance of the
natural ecosystem.

After attending the sea tur-
tle eggs hatching programme
at the Pantai Kerachut Turtle
Conservation and Information
Centre in Teluk Bahang re-
cently, Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said turtle conservation
efforts continue to face several
challenges.

“These include marine pol-
lution and ocean waste, dis-
turbances caused by human
activities, the use of prohibited

fishing equipment, climate and
weather changes as well as un-
controlled coastal development.

“To address these challenges,
the Penang government, to-
gether with relevant agencies,
will continue to strengthen con-
servation efforts through conser-
vation education programmes,
strategic  collaborations  with
non-governmental  organisa-
tions (NGOs), public awareness
initiatives and research partner-
ships with universities and insti-
tutions related to marine life," he
said in his speech.

“Indeed, turtles may not
be able to speak, but through
these conservation efforts, we

“From 2021 until April 2026, a
total of 273 turtle landings were
recorded, 24357 turtle eggs
were successfully collected, and

15,822 hatchlings were success-
fully incubated and released
back into the sea,” he said.

Chow also noted some im-
pressive visitor figures.

“Between 2021 and April 2026,
atotal of 109,351 local visitors were
recorded, while 44951 interna-
tional visitors visited the centre,
bringing the overall number of
visitors to 154,302

These figures, Chow said,
prove that environmental con-
servation can serve as a driv-
ing force for education and the
state's eco-tourism sector.

Next-gen robotics programme
to boost STEM education

THE Penang Science Cluster
(PSC) and Emerson have jointly
announced a new initiative,
called XRP Robotics Challenge
(XRC), to upscale Science, Tech-
nology, Engineering and Math-
ematics (STEM) education
among students in the north-
ern states.

She noted that the com-
pany sees initiatives like this
as an investment in the future,
partnering with industry peers
to help develop young people
and build confidence for the
challenges ahead.

“If vision problems are not
detected early, they can affect
academic performance, self-
confidence and social develop-
ment,” he said.

The initiative targets all
public primary and second-

ary schools in Penang, ex-
cluding preschools and pri-
vate institutions.

A total of 398 schools and
approximately 230,000 stu-
dents will be covered over
three years, namely Year 1 (150
schools), Year 2 (150 schools),
and Year 3 (98 schools).

“This will ensure full cover-
age of all public schools in
Penang within three years,”

he said.

Currently, baseline data
on student vision in Penang
remains limited due to low
screening rates.

The programme aims to
screen all students over three
years to generate compre-
hensive data on vision issues
and enable early intervention
like referrals and spectacles
before conditions worsen.
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
