PHOLD integrity, professionalism
and a strong sense of public duty

as Penang enters a decisive phase
in realising the Penang2030 vision.

That was the crux of Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow’s message at the 2026
state-level civil servants’ assembly held
at Dewan Sri Pinang on Jan 22.

Chow said effective governance
is no longer measured by policy an-
nouncements alone but by the ability to
translate vision into tangible outcomes
that directly improve people’s lives.

“The effectiveness of a govern-
ment is not judged merely by how
many policies are announced but
by how far those policies are under-
stood, implemented and felt by the
rakyat,” he said.

Held under the theme “Merakyat-
kan Visi, Merealisasi Penang2030”,
the assembly served as a platform to
realign priorities, strengthen resolve
and ensure the entire state admin-
istrative machinery remains focused
on people-centred delivery.

“Integrity is the backbone of public
service. It is through honesty, disci-
pline and professionalism that public
trust is preserved,” he stressed.

He also commended civil ser-
vants for their dedication throughout
2025, describing their resilience and
discipline as proof of the maturity of
Penang’s public service in navigating
complex challenges.

Chow reiterated that Penang’s de-
velopment agenda continues to be
firmly guided by the Penang2030 vi-
sion, launched in 2018, which em-
phasises good governance, transpar-
ency and inclusive prosperity.

Beyond political stability, the Chief
Minister said the state has priori-
tised efficient service delivery, policy
continuity and sustainable develop-
ment through a whole-of-society ap-
proach, involving civil servants, gov-

ernment-linked companies (GLCs),
non-governmental organisations
(NGOs), the private sector and local
communities.

“This collective approach is what
has enabled Penang to remain harmo-
nious while advancing development in
step with current realities,” he said.

As a result, Penang today stands
among the nation’s leading contribu-
tors to gross domestic product (GDP),
a major exporter and a preferred in-
vestment destination.

Chow highlighted the state’s im-

proved fiscal discipline, noting that
efforts to strengthen the Consolidat-
ed Revenue Account have ensured
consistent annual surpluses.

He revealed that Budget 2026 re-
corded the lowest deficit in Penang’s
history, underscoring the administra-
tion’s commitment to prudent finan-
cial management.

“I remain committed to restoring
the state’s Consolidated Revenue
Account to nearly RM1 billion by
2028,” he said.

Looking ahead, Chow said 2026 will
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prioritise a “livelihood economy”, with
policies that directly enhance quality of
life through quality jobs, sustainable in-
comes and fair living costs.

“Every policy must take into account
the needs of the rakyat, especially
youth, women and local communities,
ensuring no one is left behind,” he said,
describing it as central to building “A
Better Penang”.

Despite political and financial con-

straints, Chow said principled leader-
ship and bold reforms have strengthened
state finances, improved public service
delivery and restored public confidence
in state institutions.

“Integrity and people-centric principles
have proven that economic progress,
social harmony and investor confidence
can coexist,” he added.

Meanwhile, State Secretary Datuk
Seri Zulkifli Long said the state’s prog-
ress reflects the Chief Minister's lead-
ership grounded in good governance,
transparency and people-first policies.

GLOBAL provider of
A:ow—power artificial intel-

igence (Al) solutions of-
ficially opened its new manufac-
turing and research and devel-
opment (R&D) campus at the
Perai Industrial Zone recently.

This marks a significant mile-
stone in Syntiant Corp’s expan-
sion in Asia and underscoring
Malaysia’s growing importance
as a strategic hub for next-gen-
eration semiconductor and Al
manufacturing.

The new campus more than
doubles Syntiant's footprint
in Penang to approximately
220,000 sq ft, boosting its an-
nual production capacity to an
estimated 1.6 billion units.

Designed as an integrated
facility, the campus brings to-
gether manufacturing, engineer-
ing and Al research under one
roof, supporting a workforce of
up to 800 employees.

It is equipped with advanced
micro-electro-mechanical  sys-
tems (MEMS) processing, inte-
grated circuit (IC) preparation,
as well as comprehensive test-
ing and assembly capabilities.

The opening ceremony was
officiated by Deputy Chief Min-
ister Il Jagdeep Singh Deo,
alongside Syntiant Corp chief
executive officer and co-founder
Kurt Busch.

In his address, Jagdeep con-
gratulated Syntiant on achiev-
ing this important milestone
and highlighted Penang’s long-
standing strengths as an indus-
trial and technology hub.

“Backed by over five decades
of industrialisation, Penang has
developed a comprehensive
ecosystem that continues to
inspire confidence among inter-

national investors to establish
and expand their presence in
the state.

“We are proud to welcome Syn-
tiant’s new campus to Penang.

“This investment will con-
tribute to the state’s techno-
logical expertise and further
strengthen Penang’s position
as a leading hub for advanced
electronics and Al innovation, in
line with our reputation as the
Silicon Valley of the East,” said
Jagdeep.

Meanwhile, Malaysian In-
vestment Development Author-
ity (Mida) chief executive officer
Datuk Sikh Shamsul Ibrahim
Sikh Abdul Majid described Syn-
tiant’s expansion as a landmark
investment that places Malay-
sia at the forefront of next-gen-
eration Al and advanced semi-
conductor innovation.

“It is a strong vote of confi-
dence by global investors in Ma-

Syntiant Malaysia general
manager Ong Lay Pean added
that the investment reflects the
company’s strong confidence in
Malaysia’s talent pool and inno-
vation environment.

THE Penang government has
decided to fix the quit rent rate
for all schools in the state, ex-
cept international schools, at a
nominal RM50 per lot.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said a total of 106 schools locat-
ed on federal government land
will only be required to pay RM50
per lot in quit rent this year.

“Schools situated on non-
federal government land will
also be charged a nominal quit
rent of RM50 per lot, involv-
ing 201 schools statewide,”
he told a press conference at
Komtar on Jan 21.

Previously, schools were
charged quit rent at the same
rate as residential buildings. In
some cases, the state govern-
ment had approved a nominal
RM1 rate following appeals
from affected schools.

Quit rent for schools at RM50 per lot

After reviewing the matter,
Chow said the state govern-
ment decided to standardise
the quit rent at RM50 per lot for
all schools, with the exception
of international schools.

“International schools are
operated as business entities
and will therefore continue to be
charged the prevailing commer-
cial rates,” he said.

Meanwhile, Chow said the
state government has revised
quit rent calculations for first
grade land, noting that some
parcels had previously been
charged very low rates because
they were classified under agri-
cultural use.

“With this review, we have
introduced new calculations

for first-grade land based on
its current use,” he said, add-
ing that land used for industri-
al or commercial purposes will
now be charged RM3.25 per
square metre.

He explained that it would
be unfair for landowners using
land for industrial or commer-
cial activities to continue paying
agricultural rates, while other in-
dustrial landowners are already
paying higher industrial rates.

On the 50% quit rent rebate
announced for all landowners,
Chow clarified that the rebate is
subject to a minimum payment
and specific conditions.

“One of the conditions is that
the quit rent payable for the
current year, after applying the

rebate, must not be lower than
the amount paid in 2025.

“For example, if a landowner
paid RM300 in residential quit
rent in 2025 and the assessed
quit rent for 2026 is RM350, the
landowner will pay RM300 for
2026, instead of RM175 after
the 50% rebate,” he explained.

Chow added the state gow-
ernment has agreed to consider
appeals for quit rent reductions
of up to RM20,000 as part of
efforts to expedite the appeal
process and speed up decision-
making.

“All landowners who wish to
submit an appeal or seek clari-
fication on the basis of quit rent
calculations for their land titles
may contact the relevant District

and Land Office,” he added.

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HE repatriation of 41 hu-
T man skeletons from the
Netherlands to Malaysia
has been successfully completed.
This marks a significant mile-
stone achieved through close
collaboration between the Pen-
ang government and the federal
government.

The skeletal remains, believed
to have been excavated by the
British during the colonial era,
were previously housed at the Na-
tional Natuurhistorisch Museum
in Leiden, the Netherlands.

The collection safely arrived
in Malaysia last Aug 30, follow-
ing coordinated efforts involving
the Tourism, Arts and Culture
Ministry (MOTAC), the National
Heritage Department, the Ma-
laysian Embassy in the Nether-
lands, the Dutch government
and related agencies.

Following the repatriation,
the federal and Penang govern-
ments signed a Memorandum
of Understanding (MoU) on the
placement and conservation of
the Guar Kepah skeletal collec-
tion, including its original stor-
age boxes.

The MoU also formalised the
official handover of the collec-
tion to the Penang government.

The MoU signing ceremony
and official handover were held
at Komtar recently.

In his speech, State Secre-
tary Datuk Seri Zulkifli Long de-
scribed the initiative as a crucial
step in the conservation of the
Guar Kepah Archaeological Site,
which is recognised as one of

Malaysia’s most important pre-
historic sites.

“The 2.39-acre site in North
Seberang Perai has been the
subject of archaeological re-
search since 1860 and contin-
ues to attract scholarly attention
to this day.

“Since 2017, the state govern-
ment, through Chief Minister In-
corporated (CMI), in collaboration
with Universiti Sains Malaysia’s
Global Archaeology Research
Centre (USM-PPAG), has carried
out systematic research and ex
cavations at the site.

“One of the most significant
discoveries was the human
skeleton known as the ‘Pen-
ang Woman’, found on April 19,
2017,” he said.

The skeletal collection
is now housed at the Guar
Kepah Archaeological Gallery
in Kepala Batas, which has
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been fully equipped with con-
servation and storage facili-
ties that meet heritage pres-

ervation standards.

“The development of the
gallery was made possible
with funding support from the
federal government through
the Northern Corridor Imple-
mentation Authority (NCIA),”
he said.

He also expressed the state
government’s appreciation to
the federal government and
Prime Minister Datuk Seri An-
war Ibrahim for their continued
support in the development of
the Guar Kepah Archaeological
Gallery, which was launched
by Anwar on Jan 24.

“Through the signing of
this MoU, the Penang govern-
ment is confident that strate-
gic cooperation between the
federal government, the state
government and academic in-
stitutions will continue to be
strengthened, further position-
ing Penang as a national and

international hub for knowl-
edge, research and heritage
tourism,” he said.

Meanwhile, MOTAC secre-
tary-general Datuk Shaharud-
din Abu Sohot said with the
completion of the repatriation
process, the Guar Kepah Ar-
chaeological Gallery is expect-
ed to become one of the coun-
try’s key tourism products.

Also present were Pen-
ang Financial Officer Datuk
Zabidah Safar, Deputy State
Secretary (development) Mo-
hamed Abdul Rahman, Na-

“Penang today is stable, com-
petitive and trusted,” he said,
calling for appreciation of Chow’s
leadership in steering the state
towards sustained progress.

Zulkifli highlighted that state
revenue collection reached ap-
proximately RM819 million, ex-
cluding federal grants, alongside
a reduced deficit, strengthening
Penang's fiscal position.

He noted that the revision of

quit rent rates, implemented for
the first time in nearly three de-
cades, has improved revenue
efficiency while supporting long-
term sustainability.

Zulkifli also announced that
20 Bureaucratic Red Tape Re-
form projects have been com-
pleted, placing Penang among
the leading states in administra-
tive reform.

These initiatives have im-
proved service quality and gener-

ated RM2.4 billion in compliance
cost savings, aligning with the C4
Penang2030 institutional reform
agenda introduced in 2018.

Calling the assembly his fi-
nal address as State Secretary,
Zulkifli expressed gratitude for
the trust and cooperation extend-
ed throughout his tenure.

“With strong leadership and
the continued support of the civil
service, | am confident Penang
will achieve even greater suc-

cess,” he said.

On a related development,
Chow announced that the up-
grading of Dewan Sri Pinang will
proceed using a RM52 million
federal grant, replacing an earlier
loan arrangement.

“The loan has now been con-
verted into a grant. This means
the state does not need to bor-
row or repay,” he said.

The project will be imple-
mented by the Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC)
and is currently in the design
phase, with tenders expected

to be called by July.

The major renovation, the first
in nearly 50 years, is expected
to take about two years, during
which the hall will be temporarily
closed once construction begins.
Alternative venues will be identi-
fied for official and public events.

Among others present were
Deputy Chief Minister | Prof Da-
tuk Dr Mohamad Abdul Hamid,
Deputy Chief Minister Il Jagdeep
Singh Deo, state executive coun-
cillors, state assemblymen and
representatives from state and
federal agencies.

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TH the growing importance of
Mandarin, more non-Chinese
parents are opting to send
their children to national-type Chinese
primary schools.

One such school is SJKC Sin Min in
Sungai Pinang, Balik Pulau, which has a
majority Malay enrolment.

It is also learnt that SJKC Aik Keow in
Penaga and SJKC Kuang Yu in Kuala Muda,
both in the North Seberang Perai District,
similarly have a majority Malay enrolment.

Sin Min school board of directors chair-
man Wong Soon Theam said of the eight
pupils registered for Year One this year,
seven are Malays and one is Chinese.

Last year, the school admitted eight
Year One pupils, all of whom were Malays.

Sin Min has a total enrolment of 50 pu-
pils from Year One to Year Six — compris-
ing 25 boys and 25 girls — an increase of
two pupils compared to last year.

Of the total enrolment, 74% are Malay
pupils.

Explaining why more Malay families are
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Rising Malay
enrolment in SJKC
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choosing nationaltype Chinese schools,
Wong cited discipline and the opportunity
to learn Mandarin as key factors.

However, Wong acknowledged that
studying in a Chinese school can be chal-
lenging for pupils without a basic founda-
tion in Mandarin, as even the Year One
syllabus has become increasingly de-
manding.

“Recognising this challenge, the
school has conducted and will continue
to conduct extra lessons to support the
pupils,” he told Buletin Mutiara in a re-
cent interview.

Another parent, Zawawi Zamberi, said
his son, Zafriel Nawfal, is happy studying

“He loves watching Chinese movies
on YouTube and has been doing so since
before kindergarten. He tends to speak
Mandarin more with friends and also
converses in Mandarin with his cousins,”
said Zawawi.

At the state level, Penang Education
Department (JPNPP) director Moham-
mad Dziauddin Mat Saad said a total of
19,705 pupils entered Year One this year,
a decrease of 492 compared to 20,197
last year, a decline likely influenced by a
falling birth rate.

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recent recognition of
TPenang by prestigious in-
ternational media outlets
CNN Travel and The New York
Times is not a stroke of luck,
says Tourism and Creative Econ-
omy Committee chairman Wong
Hon Wai.

CNN Travel has named Pen-
ang among the top 21 destina-
tions worldwide to visit, while
The New York Times listed the
state among its 52 places to
visit in 2026.

Speaking to Buletin Mutiara,
Wong (pix) said the dual recogni-
tion was both timely and highly
significant as it came at the very
start of the Visit Malaysia 2026
(VM2026) campaign.

“This internationalevel rec-
ognition is the result of years of
sustained efforts by the Penang
state government in tourism de-
velopment, cultural preservation
and community engagement —
a truly wellearned and widely an-
ticipated achievement,” he said.

According to Wong, endorse-
ments from such influential
global media platforms are im-
mensely beneficial to Penang’s
tourism industry, particularly in
strengthening the state’s reach
into European and American
markets.

He noted that travellers from
Europe, North America, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand gener-
ally stay longer, spend more and
place a higher value on cultural
depth and authentic local experi-
ences — qualities that align well
with Penang’s tourism position-
ing centred on cultural heritage,
diverse lifestyles and the cre-
ative economy.

Beyond the Unesco World
Heritage Site in George Town
and the Penang Hill Biosphere
Reserve, Wong said attractions
such as Northern Malaysia’s
first Automotive Gallery on Ma-
calister Road and the recently
opened Lin Xiang Xiong Art Gal-
lery allow Western visitors to
experience the city through the
lens of art and culture.

Other upcoming attractions in-
clude the Guar Kepah Archaeolog-
ical Gallery and the Penang State
Museum at Farquhar Street,
which is scheduled to complete
its renovation later this year.

While Penang expects tourist

arrivals from Europe, North Amer-
ica, Australia and New Zealand to
increase, Wong anticipates con-
tinued strong growth from Asian
markets, particularly Indonesia.

“From January to November
2025, Penang International Air-
port welcomed 340,274 Indone-
sian travellers via international di-
rect flights — far surpassing the
secondranked market, China,
with 193,215 visitors,” he said.

Indonesia’s geographical
proximity to Penang,
he added, coupled
with frequent direct
flights from major
cities like Medan,
Jakarta, Banda
Aceh and Surabaya,
makes travel highly
convenient.

“More important-
ly, Indonesia is also
a key market for
Penang's medical
tourism.  Currently,
about 90% of medical tourists to
Penang come from Indonesia.

“With 2026 designated as
both Visit Malaysia Year and the
Malaysia Year of Medical Tour-
ism (MYMT 2026), tourism and
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medical travel
will advance in parallel and
reinforce each other, further
strengthening the importance
of the Indonesian market,” he
said.

Wong also noted the opening
of multiple new hotels across
Penang Island and Seberang
Perai in recent years, including
international chain hotels, bou-
tigue properties and restored
heritage buildings.

“This  diverse
accommodation
range not only in-
creases room sup-
ply, but also caters
to travellers with
varying needs —
from budget-conscious back-
packers to high-end tourists
seeking quality, experiential
stays — reflecting the inclusivity
and maturity of Penang’s tour-
ism offerings,”

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he said.

In the Meetings, Incentives,
Conferences and Exhibitions
(MICE) sector, the recently
opened Penang Waterfront Con-
vention Centre has significantly
enhanced the state’s ability to
host large-scale conferences,
exhibitions and international
events, further strengthening
Penang’'s competitiveness as a
regional convention destination.

On safety, Wong said the
state government has consis-
tently prioritised the wellbeing
of both visitors and residents.

“According to the ‘Safest Cit-
ies in the World' ranking pub-
lished by Ranking Royals last
year, Penang scored 67 points
and ranked 106th globally, mak-
ing it the safest city in Malaysia
and the safest state nation-
wide,” he said.

To disperse visitor flows and
extend tourism benefits state-
wide, Wong's office has imple-
mented strategies to activate

nontraditional and offisland
destinations.

“Through active promotion by
Penang Global Tourism, we not
only highlight Penang Island’s
established attractions but also
encourage visitors to explore
emerging destinations in Se-
berang Perai,” he said.

In recent years, several major
events, like the Penang Bridge
International Marathon (moved
to Batu Kawan from 2024),
the Penang International Lion
Dance on Stilts Competition and
the Butterworth Fringe Festival,
among others, have been relo-
cated to or hosted in Seberang
Perai to invigorate the area’'s
tourism appeal.

Meanwhile, the Thaipusam
and Penang Miaohui celebra-
tions held last month drew large
crowds of visitors to the state.

“These activities and festivi-
ties are part of what makes Pen-
ang one of the world’s top des-
tinations — a reputation now re-
inforced by CNN Travel and The
New York Times,” Wong said.

“This recognition serves as a
driving force for the state govern-
ment to further enhance tourism
experiences, elevate service
standards, enrich cultural offer-
ings and ensure that tourism
development goes hand in hand
with community wellbeing and
cultural sustainability.

“Only then can the temporary
spotlight of international atten-
tion be transformed into long-
lasting, sustainable momentum
for Penang’s tourism industry,”
he added.
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Award for sports shoe retailer

OT many businesses can claim to
be in existence in Komtar for al-
most as long as as the iconic build-
ing itself.

One such entity is Eng Hoe & Co, a
long-established sports shoe retailer at
Komtar which marked 45 years of opera-
tions last year, continuing its quiet pres-
ence built on trust and loyal customers
rather than heavy promotion.

The shop’s owner, Tommy QOoi, was
presented with a certificate of apprecia-
tion by Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
during the Komtar Carnival held in early
December.

The recognition was given to business-
es that have operated in Komtar for more
than 40 years.

Ooi said the award reflected not only
the shop’s long history but also its jour-
ney alongside Komtar's development
over the decades.

He shared that Eng Hoe's roots go
back to the 1970s, when his father start-
ed the business along Penang Road.

"At that time, the shop sold a variety
of imported goods, similar to a small
department store, and was part of Pen-

"Eng Hoe was -
among the earliest 3 h"hﬁ i
traders to move into
the complex," he told Buletin Mutiara.

It was also during this period that the
business shifted focus, gradually special-
ising in sports goods, especially sports
shoes.

Ooi recalled that business was slow in
the early years as only a small number of
shops were operating in Komtar.

"The situation improved in the mid-
1980s when supermarkets, fashion out-
lets and entertainment venues opened in
Komtar, drawing large crowds and boost-
ing sales for shops within the complex,”
he said.

A major turning point came in 1989 when
Ooi introduced Brooks running shoes.

The brand later became Eng Hoe's
main product and remains its signature
offering today.

The shop also sells basketball shoes,
hiking footwear and selected sports ap-
parel.

Currently, Eng Hoe depends mainly on
long-time customers and new visitors who
learn about the shop through online re-
views, while younger customers are fewer.

Meanwhile, the Komtar management
has announced a new rental incentive
starting this year in conjunction with the
building’s 40th anniversary.

The scheme offers a full rental waiver
in the first year, 50% rent in the second

year and full rent from the third year,
with a minimum lease of three years.

Ooi welcomed the move, saying it
could help attract more businesses, in-
crease foot traffic and revive the shop-
ping environment in Komtar.

He also suggested that more activities
should be organised throughout different
sections of Komtar, adding that spread-
ing events across the large complex
would help more businesses benefit.

After 45 years of operation, Eng Hoe
& Co has become more than just a retail
shop, standing as a symbol of resilience
and long-term commitment alongside the
growth of George Town.

HE Penang Animal Wel-
Tfare Society (4PAWS) is in

an intensive drive to raise
funds to purchase a piece of
land costing RM1.2 million for a
permanent dog shelter.

4PAWS is an animal welfare
organisation dedicated to rescu-
ing, rehabilitating and rehoming
abandoned dogs in Malaysia.

More than 200 animal lovers
gathered at a fundraising dinner
held at Frandy Beach Bar in Ba-
tu Ferringhi recently in support
of the initiative, after learning
that the landowner of the shel-
ter currently occupied by 4PAWS
in Teluk Bahang has announced
plans to sell the property.

As the asking price of RM2.2
million is beyond the organisa-
tion’s reach, 4PAWS began
searching for an alternative site
and has identified a neighbour-
ing 2.6-acre plot of land priced
at RM1.2 million.

The fundraising dinner raised
RM21,150 in net proceeds,
bringing the total amount col-
lected so far to RM431,000.
Currently, 4PAWS cares for
about 700 dogs at its shelter in
Teluk Bahang.

4PAWS founder and presi-
dent Barbara Janssen, together
with vice-president Murugan, ex-
pressed their gratitude to all at-
tendees and sponsors for their
support towards the project.

Speaking at the dinner on Jan
19, Janssen, 81, recalled an un-
forgettable experience rescuing
two puppies shortly after moving
from Germany to Penang in 2005.

“One day, | saw two puppies
running on the main road, and
| was terrified. | took them in,
but as | was a hotel guest at the
time, | had to ask others to help

care for them and
paid for their ser-
vices until a solution
could be found,” she

said. '

Janssen came
to Penang for retire-
ment, and what be-
gan as rescuing a few
stray dogs soon be-
came a lifelong com-
mitment to animal
welfare,  eventually
leading to the establishment of
4PAWS as a non-profit organisa
tion.

The society practises a no-kill
policy, providing continued care
for animals whose age or dis-
abilities may make them less
likely to be adopted.

She also shared another mem-
orable experience, recalling how
one night, while sleeping alone, a
small dog she kept leapt onto her
abdomen to sleep on her.

“This was like heaven,” she
told the crowd, which included
her daughter, Ela, who flew in
from Germany and has been
staying in Penang since last
September.

In another incident, Janssen
recounted suffering a serious
wound following an accident
that required repeated visits to
the clinic for stitches, yet the in-
jury refused to heal.

“But | have a dog named Bam-
bee, and she is like a doctor.
She started to lick my wound,
and after 10 days, it completely
healed. Even my doctor was sur-
prised. Do not underestimate
the power of dogs,” she said.

Over the years since her arriv-
al in Penang, Janssen said she
is deeply grateful to the many
friends and volunteers she has
met along the way, whom she
described as angels who have
journeyed with her in caring for
the dogs.

Dogs eagerly waltlng to head out to a larger play area at the

4PAWS shelter in Teluk Bahang.

She added that she has
spent more than RM800,000
on building the shelter and cov-
ering related expenses.

One such angel is Muru-
gan, a Myanmar worker who
has served at 4PAWS for over
11 years. Janssen said it was
Murugan who rushed her to the
hospital when she suffered a
stroke in August 2024.

Murugan affectionately calls
Janssen his “Grandma”, cred-
iting her for her love and guid-

ance in teaching him how to res-
cue animals from the streets,
care for them and administer
medication.

Initially, Murugan was hesi-
tant when Janssen asked if he
would be willing to take over the
organisation when she could no
longer manage it.

“l was afraid that | might not
be able to cope with the respon-
sibility and wondered whether
| would receive the support of
others,” he said.

“But when Grandma suffered
a stroke and needed pacemaker
surgery, | decided to take over
the running of the shelter to lift
the burden from her shoulders.
Even in her weak condition, she
was still more concerned about
the dogs than her own health.
| was touched, and | promised
her that | would care for the dogs
and for her as well. All | asked
was her support and guidance.”

He added that 4PAWS re-
quires RM35,000 a month to
run the dog shelter, which em-
ploys six full-time workers.

At present, Murugan said
4PAWS is not accepting new
strays, except for emergency
cases, as it works to resolve its
shelter situation.

“We are still short of
RM769,000 to purchase the
land, and we will need additional
funds to build the new shelter,”
he said.

“Having a permanent shelter
will remove the constant worry
of relocation, and it will also al-
low us to take in more animals.

“We appeal to the public for
kindness and support in helping
voiceless animals. Tax-exempt
donation receipts will be issued.”

Murugan added that 4PAWS
plans to sign the letter of offer
to purchase the land in March
and has until October to settle
the full amount.
